Fr. Joseph Asante Sunday Reflection

Liturgical Significance

The 11th Sunday in Ordinary Time celebrates God's love, mercy, and
call to service, inviting the faithful to respond with trust,
compassion, and generosity. This day focuses on the life and
teachings of Jesus Christ and the growth of the Church, God's
people. This Sunday emphasizes God's initiative in salvation,
showing that He acts first to save, forgive, and heal, while calling His
people to respond in faith and service.

Scripture Readings Explained

In the First Reading (Exodus 19:2-8a), God reminds the Israelites
that they are His treasured possession and a kingdom of priests,
highlighting obedience and covenantal relationship.

The Responsorial Psalm (100) is a joyful call to praise and serve the
Lord, recognizing His goodness, faithfulness, and care for His people.
In the Second Reading (From Romans 5:6-11), Paul reflects on God's
love demonstrated through Christ’s sacrifice, showing that salvation
is offered even while humanity is still sinful.

The Gospel Reading from Matthew 9:36-10:8 recounts Jesus’
compassion for the crowds and His sending of the twelve disciples
to heal, raise the dead, and proclaim the Kingdom of God. The
Gospel emphasizes freely giving what has been received and serving
others with love.

A Call to Action

The Pope Francis in his Apostolic Exhortation, Evangelii Gaudium No.
1(The Joy of the Gospel), advises “The joy of the gospel fills the
hearts and lives of all who encounter Jesus. Those who accept his
offer of salvation are set free from sin, sorrow, inner emptiness and
loneliness. With Christ joy is constantly born anew.”

We are therefore encouraged to recognize God's initiative in our
lives and respond with gratitucdle.

We are encouraged to serve others generously, especially those in
need.

We are encouraged to reflect on personal growth in faith, using
Scripture as guidance.

We are encouraged to participate actively in the liturgical
celebration, understanding the deeper spiritual lessons of the
readings.
